Guidelines for Tree Planting

on the Right of Way

1) The minimum acceptable size is 45mm caliper (measured at 30cm above

ground) for street trees.

2) Trees must be free of insects,

breakage or scars.

diseases and any trunk/ branch

3) Trees must have a strong fibrous root system sufficient to support

tree life.

1. Only deciduous trees are recommended for street planting (see list
below) .

2. Where several trees are to be planted, no more than three (3) trees of
one (1) species are to be planted consecutively.
