entertainment and exhibitions;

4, The promotion of meetings, receptions and displays ilist¢iad Manor;

5. The promotion of educational or cultural activities in Willistead Manor;

6. The promotion of the performing arts, including musical and artistic work, in Willistead
Manor.

Pursuant to Section 12 of Bgw Number 1 of the Corporatioenacted October 29, 1981, the
Board of Directors shall, once annually, hold a meeting at which will be approved for submission to
City Council, a review of the affairs and operations of the Corporation for the year immediately
preceding and a financial s¢ément which contains a profit and loss statement and a balance sheet
for the year.
